The site investigation, including relevant soil, soil gas, surface and groundwater sampling, 
should be carried out by a suitably qualified and accredited consultant/contractor in 
accordance with a Quality Assured sampling and analysis methodology and in accordance 
with current technical guidance, including relevant British Standards and Construction 
Industry Research and Information Association (CIRIA) guidance. The site investigation 
report detailing all investigative works and sampling on site, together with the results of 
analysis, risk assessment to any receptors and a proposed remediation strategy shall be 
submitted to the Local Planning Authority.

Any trees or other plants which die during this 
period shall be replaced during the next planting season with specimens of the same size 
and species unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority. 
(Reason – In the interests of amenity and to preserve the character and appearance of the 
area) 

 
3. No development shall commence until full details of the hard surfacing of the car park and 

vehicular and pedestrian circulation routes through the site have been submitted to and 
agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority. The development shall thereafter only be 
carried out in accordance with the approved details. 
(Reason - In the interests of the visual amenities and character of the area.) 

 
4. No development shall take place until samples of the materials to be used in the construction 

of the external surfaces of the building hereby permitted have been submitted to and 
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Development shall be carried out in 
accordance with the approved details. 
(Reason - To ensure that the materials are sympathetic to the character and appearance of 
the area.) 

 
5. No development shall commence until a fully detailed external lighting scheme has been 

submitted to and agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall 
include details of any external lights including their siting and design as well as the levels of 
illumination emitted by the lights. The development shall thereafter only be carried out in 
accordance with the approved details and the external lighting of the site shall be maintained 
in accordance with the approved scheme unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local 
Planning Authority. 
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(Reason - To protect the character and visual amenity of the area and the amenities of 
nearby properties from excessive light pollution.) 

 
6. No development shall commence until large scaled detailed plans at a scale of at least 1:20 

of the following design features have been submitted to and agreed in writing with the Local

a) Full details of the supporting roof columns 
b) Full details of the glazed section of roofing including the joins between the paynes of 

glass and its joins with the front timber cladding and sides of the building. 
c) Typical details of the joins between the cladding and render sections  
d) Full details of the design of the timber screens and their associated opening 

mechanisms 
e) Full details of the design of the proposed recessed balconies 
f) Full details of the proposed clerestory windows 

 
 Petrol Filling Station: 
 

a) Full details of the Glulam columns and trusses 
b) Full details of the design and construction of the roof overhangs and tapering roof 

edges 
c) Full details of the design of the proposed rooflights 

 
(Reason - To clarify the details of the design of the development in the interests of good 
design and the character and appearance of the area.) 

 
7. No development shall commence until full details of the design and manufacturers 

specification of the proposed wind turbines including details of noise levels generated by the 
turbines has been submitted to and agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority. The 
development shall thereafter only be carried out and operated in accordance with the 
approved details. 

 (Reason - In the interests of the character and amenity of the area and nearby residents.) 
 

8. No development shall commence until a fully detailed phasing scheme has been submitted 
to and agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority. The submitted scheme shall 
include details of the phasing of the different elements of the scheme including the order in 
which they are to be constructed and brought into use and time periods for doing so. The 
development shall thereafter only be carried out in accordance with the approved scheme.

(Reason - To ensure that risks from land contamination to the future users of the land and 
neighbouring land are minimised, together with those of controlled waters, property and 
ecological systems, and to ensure that the development can be carried out safely without 
unacceptable risks to workers, neighbours and other offsite receptors in accordance with 
policy EN16 of the East Devon Local Plan.) 

 
10. Any retailing within the ‘Gateway’ public facility shall be limited to the area marked as 

‘shopping’ on the floor plan (drawing no. A8 as received by the Local Planning Authority on 
7th February 2008) hereby approved. Any such sales within this area shall be limited to 
convenience goods for sale to motorists including confectionery, snacks, magazines, books 
and other entertainment or related products. There shall be no sale of any other products 
from the site other than with the prior written consent of the Local Planning Authority. 
(Reason - To prevent the development from becoming a retail destination which would be 
harmful to sustainable development objectives.) 

 
11. Any retailing within the service station shall be limited to the area marked as ‘shop’ on the 

floor plan (drawing A4 as received by the Local Planning Authority on 7th February 2008) 
hereby approved. Any such sales within this area shall be limited to convenience goods for 
sale to motorists including confectionery, snacks, magazines, books and other entertainment 
or related products as well as motoring accessories. There shall be no sale of any other 
products other than with the prior written consent of the Local Planning Authority. 
(Reason - To prevent the development from becoming a retail destination which would be 
harmful to sustainable development objectives.) 

 
Any other conditions to be provided at the Committee meeting.
