Summary

The first land-use/spatial planning Annual Monitoring Report for East Devon has been produced and is available in the Members Area. It is part of suite of documents for the District to be produced under the requirements of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004. The Annual Monitoring Report advises on:

· the extent to which policies set out in Local Development Documents are being implemented, and

· the timetable for the implementation of the Local Development Scheme.

That the 2004/05 East Devon Local Development Framework Annual Monitoring Report be endorsed and made publicly available via the Council web site and that paper copies be sent to statutory bodies/agencies for their consideration.

There is a legal requirement for the Council to produce an Annual Monitoring Report in respect to land use/spatial planning matters. The report needs to be publicly available and it is prudent to seek comment on the contents/detail.

The East Devon Local Development Scheme sets out the overarching framework for land-use/spatial policy production and advises of the production of the Annual Monitoring Report. There are no identified budgetary implications.

Date for Review of Decision

The Annual Monitoring Report needs to be produced on an annual basis, for submission to the Government Office for the South West, by the end of December of each calendar year. It is proposed that the report for 2005/06 be submitted to Executive Board for consideration in Autumn 2006 along with reference to any comments made on the first Annual monitoring Report.

Summary of the 2004/05 Annual Monitoring Report
1.1
The first Annual Monitoring Report coves the 1 April 2004 to 31 March 2005 period and has been produced in a very limited time period. As a result it has not been possible to collect, assimilate and assess a full range of information. Future Annual Monitoring Reports will need to contain a far greater level of detail and dovetail with work on the broad range of documents forming the Local Development Framework.

The Annual Monitoring Report was submitted to the Government Office for the South West, on the approval of the Environment Portfolio Holder, in December 2005. Submission in December was necessary to meet Government Office deadlines and because of time constraints it was not possible to report to Executive Board prior to document submission.

Two of the key areas reported on in the Annual Monitoring Report are rates of housing and employment development. Over the past 5 years an average of 543 dwellings per year have been built in East Devon outside of the Exeter PUA part of the District. This rate of development (excluding new community requirements) provides for a level of development that exceeds projected annual average Structure Plan requirements (for both the 2011 and 2016 Structure Plans – 456 and 330 respectively). Development at the new community is projected to start in 2006/07. Last year 75% of residential completions in East Devon were on brownfield land.

Take-up of employment land in East Devon is running below average annual levels of provision set out in the 2011 Structure Plan (assuming the overall Structure Plan requirement is envisaged to provide land/development on an evenly distributed basis across the 16 year operational time span of the Structure Plan). Take-up also falls below the average annualised levels of the 2016 Structure Plan. However shortfalls in take-up are largely accounted for by the fact that development of the major Skypark employment site adjoining Exeter Airport has not yet commenced.

The second key part of this Annual Monitoring report is to advise on timescales for preparation of Local Development Documents, these are the various plans that will make up the Local Development Framework. There are a number of documents scheduled to be produced/finalised up until 2010, the principal documents for the early years being the East Devon Local Plan, the Core Strategy and the East of Exeter PUA Joint Area Action Plan. The Local Plan is envisaged to be adopted in 2006 and work on the other two documents is scheduled to start in earnest in 2006.

This first Annual Monitoring Report has not yet been subject to public consultation. It is proposed that the report is subject to limited targeted consultation, to statutory agencies/public bodies, in early 2006.
