Volunteers are already at the heart of many of the District Councilôs Local Nature 

Reserves giving time to help the Countryside Team manage habitats, create new ones and look af ter key 

wildlife species. The volunteers carry out a huge range of tasks from planting trees, scrub bashing and 

creating new paths to ensure visitors have a great time on the Res erves.  All their work contributes directly 

to caring for nature and wildlife and the Muck In4Life cam paign is an extension of this. This winter is a 

great time to volunteer with the Countryside Team with so much happening . Muck In4Life could mean 

doing an ything from building a bird box, clearing out a pond, counting bats and birds to  laying a hedge.

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Community Payback ï how to get involved  

In Devon & Cornwall Probation Area over 160,000 hours of Community 

Payback are completed every year  by offe nders on a community 

sentence. This equates to approximately £1m of free labour provided 

to local communities as offenders pay back for the crimes they have 

committed.  

Around 50 ,000 hours are ordered in the Exeter, Mid and East  areas.  

Stoke Hill Junior School benefited from the building of an amphitheatre 

in the school field, trees in Haldon Forest were maintained under 

supervision from the Forestry Commission, Exmouth T own Centre has 

benefited from a clean up and Age Concern in Tiverton is currently 

benefiting from some redecoration work.  

Community Payback projects range from litter removal to clearing 

dense under growth, and environmental projects such as  repairing and 

redecorating community  centres or removing graffiti.  

Offenders usually work as part of a team, monitored by a supervisor, and will work all day with short 

breaks, although there are some opportunities for individual placements.  

To be considered your project m ust meet the following criteria:  

Ç It must benefit the local community  

Ç It must not take paid work away from others  

Ç No one is to make a profit from the work  

Ç It must be challenging and demanding  

Ç It must be worthwhile and constructive  

Ç Offenders must be seen to be putting som ething back into the community  

The Community Paybac k team will assess the project for suitability and for health and safety implications.  

Once the work has been completed a plaque will be displayed with the Community Payback  logo, if 

appropriate. This will indicate where offenders have positively contribut ed to improving a neighbourhood.  

Anyone can nominate a project, so, if you are an individual, member of a club, community group, faith

Charges for pre - application planning guidance from 1 February  

EDDCôs Planning Service has introduced a scale of charges for pre-application advice. The change, which 

follows a resolution from the Councilôs Executive Board on 2 December 2009, came  into effect on   

1 February.  

The Service has produced a charter *  setting out the scale of charges, outlining what the Council will expect 

to receive as part of any pre -application enquiry, and listing what customers can expect of the planning 

service.  Agents for major planning clients have been sent letters advising th em of the changes.  The 

purpose of the charges is to allow the Council to properly resource advice to prospective applicants to 

ensure that they submit quality applications and to avoid those applications that have no prospect of 

success.

East Devon is not the first council in Devon to introduce such charges; South Ha ms has done so for some 

time. Pre -application advice is seen as a positive tool to enable quality schemes to come forward sooner 

rather than later.  

The money raised will be used to further improve our excellent pre -application advice service. The charges 

are modest and would save po tential applicants money in the long run by avoiding applications that have 

no chance of success and ensuring that when applications are submitted they will not then need 

fundamental revisions, which can lead to additional substantial architectsô fees and so on.  

Whilst the Council will continue to encourage applicants to use this service, it will not be mandatory. 

Householders will not be required to pay for such advice. Other groups such as parish councils, registered 

charities and affordable housing prov iders will also be exempt.  

The Government encourages pre -application advice and does not rule out local councils charging for good 

quality advice provided those charges can be reasonably justified and there is a proper customer charter in 

place before any such charges are introduced.  

Charges will range from £125 per meeting or advice session for small applications (a single new house or 

house conversion) to £750 for major applications (residential development of more than 200 houses or 

non - residential floor  space of more than 10,000 square metres).
