Local property flood protection grant distributes £20K to date

Following the floods of the Otter Valley in October 2008 EDDC’s Flood Recovery
Group have to date released £20K to successful applicants for up to £500 towards
property flood protection products. This equates to approximately 40 homes protected
from localised flooding. A further £15K will be distributed within the next month to the
remaining applicants yet to send in their claims.

Products such as floodboards, air brick covers and barriers are some of the products being purchased.

This grant is in addition to the Defra grant of £97K which EDDC was awarded last year. Works are due to
be carried out in Rockbeare to protect flooded properties in this next financial year.

Your chance now to help shape East Devon 2026

East Devon District Council (EDDC) wants to hear from the public as it sets about shaping the development
of the district’s housing and employment land over the next 16 years.

All East Devon’s Parish Councils and the smaller Town Councils of Colyton and Budleigh Salterton have
been asked to send representatives to events in local village halls by EDDC to discuss their requirements
for future development in the District, up to 2026, and how this is likely to impact upon their area.

Involvement from individuals and local organisations will be vital in assisting EDDC to finalise the district
blueprint, with the aim of meeting the housing, employment and other objectives it has been set by the
Government. So, individuals and organisations who want to take advantage of this important opportunity
to help shape the future should make their views known to Town and Parish Councillors, who in turn can
pass these on to the District Council.

EDDC wants to ensure that in setting out to meet these nationally driven challenges, it is also sympathetic
to the vision that local people of all ages may have for the growth and development of their communities,
so residents young and old, working or retired, should speak up now.

The results of previous public consultation exercises on the Local Development Framework were contained
in a report that went to a special meeting of EDDC’s Overview and Scrutiny Co-ordinating Committee on
Tuesday 2 February.

The future shape of development in East Devon cannot be separated from the needs of its successful and
rapidly growing neighbour - the city of Exeter. But provision for Exeter must be achieved without
adversely affecting EDDC's ability to meet local need in East Devon’s market and coastal towns and rural
communities.

Communities will be able to say what they like and what they don’t like - but they will also need to
understand the impact of decisions taken now on their future employment, education and social growth in
future generations.

The Council wants to ensure that the Parish and Town Councils understand what needs to be done and the
key role they can play in coming up with the best answers to the challenges. The aim is to produce a set of
documents that make up East Devon’s Local Development Framework (LDF) to replace the current Local
Plan. A key component of the LDF is a ‘Core Strategy’ document and it is this document that EDDC wishes
to have in final draft form by the Autumn. The study will look at how we can best capture the visions that
towns and parishes in East Devon have for their future development going forward.

Among these challenges are:
o How many dwellings are to be built and where they are to be located
o Where new employment uses and of what type and what scale are to be located

o What essential physical and social and community infrastructure is required and in what
locations

o How open space is to be provided and how we ensure the environment is protected and
enhanced

It is not the role of the Core strategy to address matters of detail, nor to allocate or identify specific sites
for development purposes other than in respect of strategic sites.

Each of the Parish Councils along with Colyton and Budleigh Salterton Town Councils have been asked to
include an item on their April meeting agenda entitled “Informing the Local Development Framework” so
that issues raised in the workshops can be debated with the whole Town/ Parish Council and any members
of the public attending their meetings. They have then been asked to send East Devon District Council a
response by the end of April.

The other six Town Councils will be consulted at further events that are yet to be organised.
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Childhood Obesity

Some good news...

The latest figures available show the proportion of children who are a healthy weight at reception class and
at year 6. In East Devon there are 3% more healthy weight children at these two ages than in England
and Wales, we are similarly better than the Devon figures. This pattern is the same positive message for
obesity.

In terms of children who are ‘overweight’ (that is not obese but not at a healthy weight) our figures are
broadly similar to England and Wales (and the rest of Devon).

Devon Home Choice - a successful start

The move at the end of January, from East Devon Choice Based Lettings Scheme to Devon Home Choice,
has resulted in more than 1,350 registrations, with the vast majority of people applying online.

East Devon District Council’s Housing Needs team wrote to everyone who was registered on the ‘old’
system asking them to re-register in order to be considered for housing in future. Letters went to all
applicants in April and again in October last year, and a further letter was sent in December to all Gold
Band applicants.

Vulnerable and elderly applicants, who were unable to apply online, were helped by Housing Needs staff as
well as Social Services, Town and Parish Clerks and Libraries to complete their applications.

A letter has been sent to everyone who has registered under the new scheme giving them their banding,
start date and reasons for their banding. As a result, some applicants have asked for their banding to be
reviewed and, where new important information has been provided, their banding has been changed.
Overall, however, the original bandings have been confirmed as correct.

Under the new system, applicants can manage their own application online at www.devonhomechoice.com,
and note any changes to their circumstances, such as an additional child, changing their address or telling
us about health issues caused by their existing housing.

Councils across England are banning new
takeaways from opening within 400 yards of any
school, youth club or park, in an attempt to tackle
the growing toll of obesity, strokes and heart
disease.

4 Is it time to hang up on the unwanted
phone book?

Councils say that the internet and mobile phones
are making paper directories such as the Yellow
Pages redundant for many. According to the LGA,
unwanted phone books create 75,000 tons of
waste paper a year. Disposing of them costs
taxpayers £7.5million - enough to pay for 491
teaching assistants, 259 social workers or to fill in
approximately 108,700 potholes. The LGA said
householders who do not use the directories
should ask BT, Yellow Pages and Thomson not to
deliver copies. Chairman of the LGA Environment
Board, ClIr Gary Porter, is quoted: "Picking up the
new phone book from the doormat, removing the
wrapper and throwing it straight in the recycling
has become an annual ritual."

4 Dig for victory

Acres of privately owned land are to be turned into
allotments to boost the number of people growing
their own fruit and veg. A Government scheme
proposes handing over unused building sites and
derelict land to keen gardeners.

4 Cost of youth custody

Locking up a young criminal costs the taxpayer up
to £140,000 a year, about six times more than
sending a child to Eton. The New Economics
Foundation is making a call for cuts in the number
of children held in custody.

4 Pothole troubles hit 1 in 2

Half of all drivers have had an accident or a near
miss while swerving to avoid a pothole, a survey
has revealed. The poll, by a breakdown service,
also found nearly 70 per cent have never reported a
pothole to local authorities.

'Pay as you go' scheme will help cut
power bills

Homeowners will be able to put in solar panels and
cavity wall insulation under a 'pay as you save'
scheme being unveiled by ministers. Banks and
supermarkets are already in talks with ministers
about providing 'renewable energy loans' to make
greening the home possible for millions of people.
Local authorities will have a bigger role in managing
future energy efficiency schemes. Observer

More than half of 18 to 24-year-olds are not
registered to vote, according to the Electoral
Commission, which suggests that more than 3.5
million adults are in effect barred from voting
because they are not on the official register.

4 A £20 fine for drivers who leave their

A council has instructed traffic wardens to issue
£20 penalty notices to drivers who keep their
engines on while parked - and the charge could
double to £40 if not paid promptly. But the
attempt to 'improve air quality' by North
Lincolnshire Council has been condemned as a
'money-making scam'. Len Foster, cabinet member
for neighbourhood and environment, said: "The
council has a responsibility to work to improve air
quality. Of course the officers will use their
common sense when issuing the notices, but I
would hope the possibility of receiving a fine will
work as a warning."
