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Black Hole Marsh comes on stream

The next step in the creation of a 200 -acre
nature reserve on the Axe Estuary has been
taken thanks to funding from Natural England

and the Environment Agency. EDDC, working
in partnership with the Environment Agency

and Natural England, has created a new
wetland for the reserve. And, appropriately,
the an nouncement of this new intertidal
habitat was made at an event hosted by the
Council 6s Countryside Se
February, which was World Wetlands Day.

Black Hole Marsh, the original name given to
this part of the estuary, is now a large
saltwater lagoon having been a freshwater

marsh for the past 150 vyears. It features
islands for wading birds to roost on and a new freshwater reed -bed for priority species such as Reed
Bunting and Reed Warbler. It lies close to Colyford Common and Seaton Marshes Loc al Nature Reserves,

EDDCb6s existing reserves on the Axe Estuary.

The lagoon is being filled using cutting edge technology developed by the Environment Agency. A self -
regulating tide gate will allow salty water to enter the site, whilst still preventing flo oding of the adjacent
land. This stable, shallow, saline lagoon is perfect for encouraging very high levels of invertebrates,

providing plenty of food to sustain birds during their amazing annual migrations.
