Welcome change in anaerobic digestate

(AD) policy

The Environment Agency's decision to revise its
regulatory position on the waste status of AD
produced from farm  -based inputs is a victory for
common sense and a welcome boost to on -farm
energy production, said the NFU and the Renewable
Energy Association. The NFU, REA, and other
stakeholders had lobbied the Environment Agency

for a year to change its position. Under the
regulations previously, manure and slurry treated in
AD plants were consider ed 'wastes'. Farmers were
required to take out an environmental permit or

waste management exemption if they wanted to
spread the digestate on their land which meant
unnecessary administrative and cost burdens. Now
the digestate will not be considered as ' waste'
provided it is used as fertiliser on agricultural land in
the way undigested manure and slurry would be.

EU leaders reach new climate deal

European Union leaders have
reached a deal on a package of
measures to fight global warming.
The plan, agreed at a Brussels
summit in December, sets out
how 27 member -countries will cut
carbon emissions by 20% by 2020, compared with
1990 levels. French Pre sident Nicolas Sarkozy, the
summit chairman, said something "quite historic"

When Zo+ Barkerds grandfathe
left behind a house that had been his home for 50

years. Little improved since the 1950s, it had

round -pin sockets, a parlour, a scullery and no
central heating. He had fully expected to come

back to the house, so  everything was left waiting

for his return.

Through photography, Zoé documented the house

as her grandfather had left it, later returning to
record the building as it was emptied of all
possessions and then when transformed by new
owners. Inspired by the  beauty of the ordinary
and everyday, the artist presents a series of
intimate photographs that describe a remarkable
journey of transformation. This is the story of one
house, but two homes, separated by half a
century of living.

Each image of the house as Il eft by
grandfather gives us a poignant glimpse into his everyday world. In an era of rapid change, when we

expect to re -decorate more frequently than ever before, it is all the more remarkable to see images of a

home where so little changed for hal f a century.

Taken in May 2005, the photographs of the empty house waiting to be sold show a presence of her
grandfather through the marks and stains that are left behind. They remind us of how transitory our lives

are, these marks being all that remain of 50 years of living. There is a sense of time holding its breath. The
house waiting, suspended somewhere between before and after. While these images evoke sadness for the

end of an era, there is a sense that a new chapter needs to be written, the house yearns for the warmth
and light of a new generation to transform and love it.

When Zotxt returned in 2007 the house was no | onger her g
to believe at first gl ance itbés the sigimkfitimms likepteerfiteplaces,t h e
doorways, windows and the old bath remind us of its past.

Zoé points out that the first two sets of images were about her
grandfatherdés absence, whereas fit

how they have made the house their own. It is refreshing and

wonderful to see the place once more full of family life. The

arrival of the new demands the departure of the old. Barely a
trace of evidence of ¢deatpalthosd ldyers 6 s
of wear and dust that can only come from living in the same
place for many year so.

All of the photographs are a reminder of how our home and
possessions are a reflection of ourselves, revealing a great deal
about our tastes, charact  er and lifestyle. When we start to look we can find beauty in the most unexpected
places. By photographing an ordinary object it gives it a life and value all of its own.
