from different agencies (  for example Mencap) pointing out that there are no public toilet facilities in East

Devon with changing facilities suitable for older ¢ hildren, or adults, with disabilities such as  severe learning
disability, severe stroke, acquired brain injury

This is part of a national campaign which has been supported by Devon County Council by securing funding

for 3 such facilities (n one proposed in  our District). The reque st is for special provision of toilet facilities
with extra space and adult s ized changing table and hoist. This provision would avoid the indignity and

health issues that arise when incontinence pads have to be changed on toilet f loors. Its seems that the
cost of these facilities are around £14,000 each.

It is suggested that these will encourage visits and tourists, as well as helping to meet our equalities
requirements.

Members may wish to consider this in their policy or scrutiny on Public Convenience provision.

The picture is generally good with our health profile bet ter than the
regional and national averages. The lower performance areas (where
we have fino significant di fference
infant deaths, excess winter deaths, obesity, and hip fracture in the
over 65 s.

Like most areas there is a str ong correlation between de  privation and
life expectancy. We are one of the least deprived areas overall in
England but still  thereis a  deprivation effecti n East Devon, and this
is far more pronounced for men. The least deprived males in East
Devon can e xpect to live around 82 years, whereas for the most
deprived in our District life expectancy is 75 years.

Levels of smoking are generally lower i n East Devon than elsewhere,
and the rate of death from smoking related disease is lower (even
though this is still 250 deaths a year).
