4100 prima ry schools shut each year to

More than 1,000 primary 

schools have been forced 

to close in the past 

decade, despite fears 

over a shortage of places. 

Almost a third of councils contacted by The 

Telegraph said they were close to capacity or had 

already been forced to expand schools. It is 

claimed ministers should shoulder some of the 

blame following the publication of official guidance 

ordering councils to shut schools with empty 

desks.  

4Infant classes the biggest in ten years  

Infant classes are bigger than 

they have been for a decade, 

as a falling number of 

primary schools struggle to 

cope with a rise in demand. 

Recession,  increased 

immigration and rising birth rates have been 

blamed for a surge in youngsters needing places.  

 

4Councils forced to reduce staff during 

recession  

A survey published b y the Local Government 

Association (LGA)  shows that almost 7,000 jobs 

have been lost over the last six months. It shows 

that three in five councils have made staff 

reductions, with the recession having a significant 

impact on council income. Sir Jeremy Bee cham, 

Vice Chairman of the LGA, is quoted: "Just as the 

private sector is having to cut back during tough 

times, so too councils are faced with incredibly 

difficult decisions." He adds that councils are being 

forced to reduce jobs because of a £2.5bn drop in 

income. A separate survey by the Chartered 

Institute of Personnel and Development warns that 

public sector workers are facing difficult times 

ahead as more job losses can be expected.  

4Gap between rich and poor widest since 

60s  

Britain under Gordon Brown is a 

more unequal country than at 

any time since modern records 

began in the early 1960s, after 

the incomes of the poor fell and 

those of the rich rose in the 

three years after the 2005 general election.  

4Children in jail ï lottery of justice is 

revealed  

The Youth Justice Board has written to local 

authorities, ñnaming and shamingò those who are 

not doing enough to keep young children out of 

custody. While the decision to send a child to 

prison is made by the court, Chair Fra nces Done 

says that a councilôs commitment to fostering and 

other care provision is a key factor in that decision.  

4Britainôs ten worst roads revealed   

Motorists have called for action to tackle 

Britainôs crumbling road network, urging 

the G overnment to fund low -cost 

schemes such as repairing potholes. The LGA is 

quoted: ñThe spiralling cost of maintaining our 

roads is totally out of proportion to  the ability of 

local authorities to pay for it. Councils have 

consistently argued for greater investment to stop 

our roads from deteriorating to such an extent.ò
