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A brief guide to East Devon LSP, and the Sustainable Community Strategy

As part of the Local Government Act 2000, local authorities

were given a legal duty to work with other agencies to ensure East Devon Sustainable Community Plan
preparation of a Sustainable Community Strategy or Plan.

is not a Council document, it is jointly ‘owned’ between all the 2006 - 2016

parties who help create it. The strategy does however feed into
EDDC's Corporate Strategy.

These strategies are meant to ensure that organisations which
provide services to the public locally:

Q are better coordinated, and responsive to the expressed
needs and concerns of its local community

Q deliver services in ways people want

O consider the needs of future generations.

O link to the County level Local Area Agreements.

Sustainable Community Strategies must be prepared and tackled by a broadly based multi-agency group
called a local strategic partnership (LSP).

The East Devon LSP includes representatives from: the District, County, Town and Parish Councils, NHS
Devon, Police, Fire, voluntary sector, and the business community. The LSP also includes representatives
for each of the main themes of the Sustainable Community Strategy, and representatives whose job is to
make sure the LSP stands up for the interests of older people, young people, and faith groups, within East
Devon as a whole.

The ‘Board’ (LSP), supported by an officer group, meets quarterly for approximately two hours to discuss a
pre-agreed agenda. The ‘Board’ minutes are posted on East Devon District Council’s website. The current
Chairman is Councillor Jill Elson and Rev Peter Brain is the Vice Chairman. The LSP does not hold any funds
nor does it have any legal powers, so its influence is through peer pressure only. Much of its work is in
trying to understand and coordinate key issues and opportunities for the community of East Devon, and it
has benefit in being a regular point of contact between all the main providers in East Devon.

The current East Devon Sustainable Community Plan has seven broad themes, and these are being
updated in light of the most recent ‘Place Survey’. Each theme also highlights one priority area to tackle.
These priorities are ‘high level’ and are mostly progressed, supported, and managed through other multi-
agency groups. The priorities have been adopted as a result of the collation of public consultation data,
statistics from research on various aspects of East Devon’s communities and places, the Local Area
Agreements, and consultation with agencies who serve East Devon’s communities. The LSP has focused on
those areas where no single agency has the principal responsibility, and hence action requires
partnership. Currently the LSP is looking to feed into the LDF (Local Development Framework) in terms of
achieving its priorities through better community infrastructure.

It is proposed that the Overview and Scrutiny Coordinating Committee review the work of the LSP in the
new Council year.

As a result of funding from a number of different sources, COSMIC can now bring IT training and support
to local people, organisations and business through an exciting new project called “Digital Mentors”

What is a Digital Mentor? Tim Evans & Andy Thompson are COSMICs Digital Mentors. As Digital Mentors
they aim to provide technology training, support, workshops and advice to local people, organisations, sole
traders and small and medium enterprises (SMEs) in the East Devon and Blackdown Hills AONB area. The
support and guidance on offer includes the use of standard ‘Office’ software, social media, simple website
creation and promotion demonstrations, tips on online selling, computer maintenance and support

The support offered is flexible: individuals can benefit from 1-2-1 sessions, (up to 8 hours allowed for each
individual under the scheme), whilst 3 hour workshops are available for organisations, groups and SMEs.

A small charge (from as little as £5 per hour) is made for each person attending a session/workshop.

Many small businesses and organisations are missing out on the benefits that Digital Services can bring,
either through lack of knowledge or the affordability of support that is available.

Julie Harris CEO at COSMIC explains “Its such a great project to be piloting during these uncertain
economic times. There is so much need out there for people to get the support they need to develop ICT in
ways which directly benefit their business and organisation.

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Developing older people’s mental health services in Exeter, East & Mid Devon

The Board of Devon Partnership NHS Trust has approved plans for a major capital investment in our
hospital services for older people with mental health needs. The total investment across the county is
£4.6m and £2.3m of this will be invested in a major refurbishment of both wards at Franklyn Hospital in
Exeter.

To make the improvements as soon as possible, it will be necessary to suspend access to the inpatient
service at Franklyn Hospital at the end of May, with construction work scheduled to commence in August.
Current plans indicate that both refurbished 16 bed wards will be ready to re-open in the summer of 2011.

Devon Partnership NHS Trust is in the process of making the necessary alternative arrangements for care
during the period of the unit’s suspension. It will make use of the Melrose unit in Tiverton and will re-open
The Bungalow in Honiton. Most importantly, the Trust will significantly bolster the community teams and
remaining wards to ensure that it continues to deliver a local, safe and robust service. The Trust will do
everything within its power to minimise the disruption.
