Blackdown Hills AONB funds High Nature Value farmland project

The Blackdown Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty
has welcomed the opportunity to become involved in a
case study that aims to identify High Nature Value (HNV)
farmland in Devon. Many wildlife species, such as bats,
hares, barn owls, skylarks and some butterflies, are totally
dependant on the mosaic of habitats provided by certain
farming systems. Some areas of farmland have been
designated as County Wildlife Sites, which gives them
recognition as being local ly important, while others have
been given national, statutory protection as Sites of Special Scientific Interest. However, these areas are few

and far between and do not address wildlife conservation issues across the wider countryside.

The European Foru m for Nature Conservation and Pastoralism, which has been awarded LIFE funding from
the EU, aims to help member states identify areas of HNV farmland. The Devon case study has received

additional funding from Devon County Council, Devon Wildlife Trust and the Blackdown Hills and South
Devon AONBs, and has support from Natural England and the RSPB. The results of the study will be

important not only for wildlife conservation, but also for the rural economy via future agri -environment
schemes.

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Outline planning permission for Exeter Science Park

The development of a world  -class Science Park at Junction 29 of the M5 moved a step closer when EDDC
issued permission to Devon County Council's outline application for the site. This news follows the
completion of the Section 106 planning agreement, which now paves the way for the County Council to

submit more detailed plans of the Science Park later this month. The County Council will now also embark

on development of major new t ransport links between Exeter and the Exeter and East Devon New Growth

Point and the highway network for the Science Park. EDDC passed a resolution to grant outline planning
permission for Exeter Science Park in November 2009 and following this decision no tice, it is still hoped
that work to clear the site can begin later in 2010 with the first buildings underway in 2011.

Councillor Ray Franklin, E D D C ®artfolio Holder for Strategic Planning and Regeneration and the Growth

Point Chairman said: "This is f antastic news for East Devon and fantastic news for all the developments in

the Exeter and East Devon Growth Point, including Sky Park and Cranbrook. Each time one of the
developments reaches another milestone, it signals the strength in the whole package of growth being
developed, which includes a large number of affordable homes, skilled job opportunities and the transport

scheme linking them all together. But essentially it will be the residents of Exeter and East Devon who will
