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A new opportunity to improve where you live

East Devon District Council is committed to taking
up the opportunities offered by the newly
introduced Sustainable Communities Act. Although
councils do not have a legal duty to support the Act,
EDDC has chosen to do so and it is now looking for
help in putting forward proposals for action to
Government.

The Sustainable Communities Act aims to divert
power and funding from central government and
passes it to councils and local people, giving them a
new opportunity to improve their local communities.

Anyone can suggest ideas and proposals. We expect
that most proposals will come from community or voluntary groups, local branches of national
organisations, parish and town councils, neighbourhood forums, residents and tenants associations.

Ideas about what government could change to help communities must fit three criteria:

e They must improve the ‘sustainability’ of the local community. Sustainability can cover anything which
improves the economic, social or environmental well-being of the area; or promotes participation in
civic or political activity. The Act aims to encourage a broad range of ideas.

e They must require action from central government, such as a change in legislation; a transfer of
responsibilities from one public body to another; a new national policy; or a change or strengthening of
an existing policy.

e They must be based within, or of specific relevance to, communities in East Devon.
Proposals could be ideas like:

e That government reduce the restrictions on councils regarding how they spend granted money so
that they can choose to spend it on locally decided priorities, e.g. Post Offices and other public
services provision.

e That government allow councils to keep all the rent collected on council properties to be spent on
improving council housing, reducing those houses environmental impact and investing in new
affordable housing.

To submit your proposals you <can fill in an online form on the Council's website
(www.eastdevon.gov.uk/sustainablecommunitiesact) or you can phone the Communications Team on
(01395) 517569 to ask for a paper copy of the form to be posted out to you.

All your proposals should be submitted by 22 June. The proposals will then go to a panel of local people to
be discussed and shortlisted. The short-list will be discussed by one of the Council’'s committees to decide
which will then be forwarded onto the Local Government Association (LGA) on 31 July. The LGA will discuss
them with the Secretary of State who has the final say on which proposals will be implemented.

The Countryside Service are centre stage for some filming by BBC Spotlight on
Wednesday 27 May and BBC’s "The One Show’ on Thursday 28 May, as part of
the Council’'s Water Vole Recovery project & Axe Wetlands scheme. The
Countryside Service will be doing a water vole release project on our Local Nature
Reserves on the Axe Estuary for the 2 shows. This important project is seeking to
reintroduce water voles into East Devon’s water courses for the first time in over
fifty years; Water Voles recently received full legal protection as a species under
the Wildlife & Countryside Act. EDDC is leading the way in this work in the South
West as part of its responsibilities under the recent Natural Environment & Rural
Communities Act 2006 which places a duty on local authorities to have regard for
the conservation of biodiversity.

BBC Spotlight - filming took place last Wednesday with BBC Weatherman David
Braine on Seaton Marshes LNR as part of their BBC Springwatch day, to be be shown on Monday 25" May.

BBC 'The One Show’ - filming took place on Thursday with Miranda Krestovnikoff (from BBC Coast
programme), again on Seaton Marshes LNR, doing the same story on vole release and covering the Axe
Wetlands project. This is due to be shown in September.

This is a real boost for EDDC and its Local Nature Reserves as "The One Show’ show has the highest
national weekly audience outside of the 10 O’clock News. The coverage for “Springwatch” as a central part
of their BBC regional TV coverage will give Seaton and its Local Nature Reserves and linked attractions a
“shot in the arm” over half term.
