4Strategy to reduce rural isolation  

A new strategy aims to 

improve services and reduce 

rural isolation in Hampshire.  

More than 85% of the county 

is defined as rural, according 

to statistics from Hampshire 

County Council.

the county since 2005. The has now  been 

extended until 2011.  

4Hopes and fears for 'green' budget  

Government promises of a ógreen ô budget must be 

backed with action, say rural campaigners.  Alistair 

Darling  has pledged to prioritise a green route out of 

recession in his latest budget.  But campaigners claim 

the Chancellor's rhetoric has so far run well ahead of 

his record.  Rural  areas are suffering from a dwindling 

supply of affordable housing, say experts.  

4Recession  squeezes rural housing options  

The recession has dealt a ódouble 

whammy ô to rural residents, with 

many areas feeling the pinch and a 

squeeze on home ownership. 

Shared ownership properties are 

particularly hard to fill because it 

remains difficult for rural residents

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Bird ringing event at Seaton Marshes Local Nature  Reserve  ï 25 April  

The Axe Estuary Ringing Group is once again giving 

members of the public the chance to see birds up close at a 

bird ringing event, organised by EDDCôs Countryside Service.   

Members of the Ringing Group have been catching birds at 

Seaton Marshes over many yea rs, gathering essential 

information on the different species, numbe rs and their 

migration habits. Each bird caught is fitted with a leg ring 

which provides it with a unique identity number.   

An international network of ringing groups means that if a 

bird  is subsequently caught elsewhere information about it is 

relayed back to its original ringing  group. This increases 

knowledge and understanding about bird migration as well as their óloyaltyô to a particular place.   

Meet at Seaton Marshes Local Nature Re serve on Saturday 25 April  from 8am  to see how the birds are  

ringed and recorded.  As itôs an early morning start there will be bacon butties and a hot drink available for 

a small charge.   

Exactly how long the session lasts depends upon the number of bird s, but expect to  be finished around 

midday.
