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Top BBC journalist to open ground breaking exhibition at m ill  

This Easter, Otterton  local ,  Andrew Marr, will open  an innovative 

environmental art exhibition at East Devon visitor attraction,  Otterton 

Mill .  Located in the  Mill's orchard and  nature reserve adjacent to the  River 

Otter,  the  unique  "Habit Art"  exhibition  is providing a  fabulous opportunity 

for  several Devon based artists, both established and emerging, to 

highlight the important debates about our environment.  

Otterton Mill owners Simon and Caro line Spiller  have partnered with 

celebrated environmental artist Serena de  la Hey, (who installed the Willow Man  next to the M5 ) ,  to  plan 

and implement the exhibition . The Habit Art  concept dovetails habitat management with art to produce 3 ï

dimensional art works that are stand alone but also provide a new mi cro habitat.  

The project has also  been awarded  funding  through  the Sustainable Development Fund managed by East 

Devon Area of O utstanding Natural Beauty and has been supported by a generous donation of wood 

from  Devon Hardwoods in East Devon . In addition to the Habit Art exhibition,  the Spillers  also plan to use 

the orchard to  run environmental art workshops and bush craft  demonstr ations for schools and youth 

groups, as well  as the general public.    

The artists involved in the project, including three students from neighbouring Bicton College and three 

established artists from East Devon, will  also be  present at the  opening to meet th e public and answer 

questions.  In addition,  Otterton based bushcraft and willow expert, Chris Holland, will  provide an informal 

and fun opportunity for young and old alike to have a go at contributing to a  work of environmental art on 

the day.    

The Sp illers hope this light -hearted exhibition will provoke  visitors to 

contemplate the nature of  human  interaction with the environment  while 

inspiring them to  use natural  or rec ycled materials to create  Habit Art  in 

their own gardens, allot ments  or other outsi de spaces.  Installations include 

Emma Broganôs ñLiving Room?ò which incorporates a large sofa constructed 

of materials including cob, stones, turf, wood and recycled flower -pots, and 

Bob Buddôs ñSheep's Wallò constructed of wire mesh and sheepôs wool, and 

housing hidden libraries of books and a living tree. These installations will 

provide habitats for a range of invertebrates, amphibians, reptiles, small mammals and plants.
