E D D C gasdeners, assisted by local supporters
and school -children, have aga in won the
coveted Green Flag Award for two towns.

Connaught Gardens in Sidmouth has been awarded the Green
Flag for 5 consecutive years since 2004. This alone makes
Connaught Gardens one of the most successful public parks in the

UK. Although the manage ment and long -term planning of the
gardens is undertaken by the EDDC StreetScene parks officers, the

day -to-day presentation is largely the result of the efforts of one
gardener i Darren Cross. Darren is part of Sidmouth Team 1, based in Connaught Gardens, and carries out
all the routine maintenance required, only receiving additional assistance during the bedding plant seasons.

garden is looked after by Shane Luscombe and his team, who are responsible for all the formal gardens
areas in Exmouth.
