4Watchdog looks again at rural housing  

The Governme nt's rural watchdog is re -exami ning the 

impact of the recession on housing.  The Commission  for 

Rural Communities appealed for evidence once again 

having last investigated the issue of rural housing in 

March.  It will rep ort its latest findings to the G overnment 

in July.  

4Village life 'in terminal decline'  

Traditional rural life is in decl ine due 

to a lack of services, claim 

campaigners.  Up to 650 country pubs 

and 400 village shops will close over 

the next 12 months, according to a 

coalition of pressure groups.  Urgent 

action must be taken to halt the 

demise of the countryside, said the 

Nati onal Housing Federation.  

 

4Lottery boost for local 

communities  

Lottery money will provide 

services to help local 

communities cope with the 

recession.  The Big Lottery 

Fund (BIG) is to pump 

prime a multi -million pound 

package of fun ding and 

make it available to 

communities.  An additional £43m is to be 

invested across the UK to tackle the longer -

term effects of the recession on the UK's 

communities.

Volunteers needed to bash some balsam!  

Who would have thought that a relative of the Busy Lizzie could be causing such havoc along  our river 

banks and pathways? Himalayan Balsam is known by a wide variety of common names, including Indian 

Balsam, Jumping Jack and Policeman's Helmet. Unfortunately, it tolerates low light levels and tends to 

shade out o ther vegetation, which leads to poor, impoverished habitats.   

The Balsam is tall and robust, producing annual clusters of purplish pink helmet -shaped flowers which, 

although poetically described by some as having the óripe smell of peachesô, by many others its bouquet is 

thought to be pungent and óheadyô.   

The flowers are followed by seed pods that open explosively when ripe, shooting the ir seeds up to 7m 

(22ft) away. When it was originally introduced to the UK in 1839 Himalayan Balsam was thought to be 

tender (and only grown in greenhouses) but now it is recognised as the rampant invader it really is!  

Unfortunately, the Axe Wetlands is as vulnerable to invasion as 

anywhere else, so volunteers are needed to  help rid the area of 

this tyrannical weed and he lp preserve some of the rarer plant 

species. The next session is on Friday 10 July , from 10am until 

4pm.

4No job, no hope for a million young 

'NEETS'  

A million young people will be without a job or 

college place after falling victim to the recession, 

according to a n ew report . The number of 16 -24 

year olds described as 'NEETS' -  not in education, 

employment or training -  is on course to be at its 

highest level since records began, says the Local 

Government Assocation (LGA). Margaret Eaton, 

Chairman of the LGA, is quo ted: "It is deeply 

worrying that the nation seems set on a course to 

have a million young people not in any form of 

education or work. A mishmash of Government 

departments, national agencies, voluntary 

organisations and local authorities all working to 

dif ferent targets and agendas muddy the water 

and prevent a coherent approach to dealing with 

the issue."  

4Compost heaps 'a risk to health'  

Large compost heaps 

used to recycle kitchen 

and garden waste 

collected by councils 

could pose a health risk 

by increasing respiratory 

infections, asthma and skin complaints among 

nearby residents if not properly regulated, 

according to a study by Cranfield University and 

the Environment Agency.  

 

4Local homes for local people  

Gordon Brown will promise 'local homes for local 

people' in a package of  measures to 

end unfair allocation of council 

housing. Families with strong links to 

an area will get priority over 

newcomers and those on the 

waiting list longest will go to the 

front of the queue. The 

initiative, dubbed 'Building 

Britain's Future', will also outline new goals for 

schools, hospitals and tackling anti -social 

behaviour.  

4Councils get billions for new homes  

Town halls were t old at the LGA conference they 

could keep all the money from rents and sales of 

council houses. It is the biggest reform to social 

housing in a quarter of a century and was 

announced by Minister John Healey. He said: "I 

want councils to meet the housing ne eds of local 

people."  

4Five year 'MOT' 

licensing system to rid 

schools of bad teachers  

Teachers will need a new 

licence to work in state 

schools, which will be reviewed every five years 

and revoked if the y are not up to scratch, under 

Government plans to eradicate poorly performing 

staff from the English education system.
