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management have been drawn up and been subject to public consultation. Comments received
will be considered and any amendments made before the proposals are adopted and
implemented.

Local Policy LEX 1 (The Valley Parks)

Within the Valley Parks identified on the Proposals Map development other than that to
provide a safe corridor for pedestrians and cyclists and for outdoor recreation will not be
permitted.

Land between Bapton Lane and Pound Lane, currently in use as Greenfingers Garden Centre,
forms an important link between areas of open space already in public ownership in the Bapton
Valley. The site has been used for many years as a garden centre and the Council recognises
that in general this use does not detract from the amenities of the area and has no objection to
the use remaining and the business developing. However, it is important that, if in the future
the garden centre use ceases, then the land comes into use as public open space.

Local Proposal LEX 2 (Greenfingers Garden Centre)

Land between Pound Lane and Bapton Lane is proposed as public open space to form part of
the Bapton Valley Park if and when the present garden centre use ceases.

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There is a need for local community centres in Exmouth, particularly in recently developed
residential areas. Where community centres are proposed the District Council may require a
feasibility study prior to either granting permission or allocating funds.

Devon County Council is examining options for the relocation of the Beacon School. A site
may be required in the plan period.

Areas of open space suitable for informal ball games have been provided in the more recently
developed housing areas, at Knappe Cross, in the valley of the Withycombe Brook at Ashfield
Close, and at Redgates. A further such area is proposed in the Plan on land north of Canterbury
Way. There is lack of open space/recreational areas in Town Ward. A suitable site or sites will be
identified at the earliest possible time.

Local Proposal LEX 3 (Open Space in Town Ward)

The Council will identify a site or sites for open space/play areas in Town Ward following a
study of the area.

The Waterfront

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The fine promenade with views down the coast to Berry Head backed by public gardens and
the Maer together with the long sandy beaches make Exmouth's seafront one of the town's
major assets. The coast from Orcombe Point eastwards is a World Heritage Site. Exmouth is
a gateway to the Site and the need for the provision of interpretation facilities near Orcombe
Point is recognised. Locum Destination Consulting have been commissioned by East Devon
District Council on behalf of a project steering group (which includes Devon County Council,
the Town Council and SWRDA) to carry out a feasibility assessment for the development of an
interpretation/education centre in Exmouth. The estuary frontage has, in the past, not been
seen as so significant. The Exmouth Waterfront Study Master Plan Report of January 2000
develops an enhancement strategy for the estuary side and seafront within the context of a
comprehensive masterplan for the whole waterfront. Detailed proposals are to be drawn up for
the section of seafront between the Maer and Orcombe Point followed by Alexandra Terrace
