A Rocking Success

Music from the Rocking 60's formed the background to a theatre performance to
raise awareness of home safety, the risk of letting strangers into the home and
scams via telephone or letter which trick money from innocent people.

Events were held in Cullompton, Exmouth, Sidmouth and Ottery St Mary and
were coordinated by Trading Standards department and the Community Safety
Partnership. The performances were given by Solomon Theatre Group, a com-
pany who specialise in delivering community safety messages.

This event has enabled the Community Safety Partnership to spread the mes-
sage of rogue traders and bogus callers to the door who offer work at hugely inflated prices, as well as scams received
by letter or over the telephone. If it sounds "Too Good Too Be True' then it will be! Most officials from the water or gas
companies, or council officials, will only ask to come into the property if they have already made an appointment by letter

PARENTS NEED TO TAKE
ALCOHOL SERIOUSLY

According to a recent government report, underage drinking is
most common among white middle-class families and liberal
parenting attitudes are to blame.

Researchers found 62 per cent of children regularly had alcohol
at home and a quarter said they had been drunk. More than half
of young people in well-off homes (52 per cent) had drunk
alcohol while that figure dropped to 45 per cent in poorer homes.
According to the report: 'In general, white parents, heavier
drinkers and parents in the wealthiest social groups are more
likely to think that it is acceptable for children to start drinking at
a younger age.'

Much antisocial behaviour is caused by young people meeting
and drinking in public places. When local young people are
questioned many admit that they get the alcohol from older
friends, siblings or parents.

In order to raise the profile of the dangers of underage drinking
(there is no recognised safe limit for young people) the Partner-
ship will be circulating posters and advertisements to raise the
profile of this problem and asking parents to consider whether or
not they are suitable role models for their children.

RAISING AWARENESS OF
DOMESTIC ABUSE

Reports of domestic abuse and violence accounts for around a third
of all violent crime reported in East & Mid Devon districts. This may
be surprising reading for some, as many are unaware of this hidden
crime that often goes on behind closed doors. It does however affect
a huge proportion of our communities with 1 in 4 women and 1 in 6
men likely to experience some form of domestic abuse at some time
in their lives. In a high number of cases children are known to be
present in the same, or in an adjoining room.

In order to raise the profile of this crime and to encourage individuals
to seek help the Partnership organised several events during Domes-
tic Abuse Awareness Week last November. A poster competition was

! held in Mid Devon for young people to enter their ideas of how to

raise awareness and a noisy march was held on a busy market day in
Axminster. An information event was also held in Tiverton as well as a
very well attended Rugby Against Domestic Abuse match between
local police and Tiverton Rugby Club which raised over £750 for
SAFE, formerly Exeter Women’s Aid.

The amazing artwork to the left was designed by Street Artist, Ican,
who produced these images on the bus shelter outside the youth
centre in Tiverton. It was the idea of the members of the Exe Local
Action Group to raise awareness of abuse among young people and
encourage discussion around healthy relationships.

In addition,
they will receive instructions on activities such as drill, first aid, fithess
and basic law.

Cadets have already been involved in fund raising by undertaking bag
packing in local supermarkets in the lead up to Christmas. 16 year old
Tom Justice, shown above, wants to be a police officer when he
finishes his education and has already accompanied officers on patrol.

Activities are aimed to improve young peoples confidence in dealing
with people and group situations, and assists in building bridges
between different age groups within the community.

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Supported by Home Office funding, residents were invited to a free
cuppa and cake, and specially designed information packs were
distributed. These events were held in Tiverton, Cullompton and
Crediton. Packs included a free UV property marking pen and a
purse lanyard, which secures purses within handbags to prevent
theft.

In addition, advice and support was offered by staff regarding home
security, with an option to arrange for additional locks and security
measures to be fitted by Devon Care & Repair services at special
discounted rates. Several hundred packs were distributed on the
day.
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TACKLING ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR TOGETHER

Both Julia Ryder and Gerry Moore act as Anti-Social Behaviour Co-ordinators for the two districts. This involves liaison
with a wide number of different organisations in order to tackle issues of anti-social behaviour that may be caused in
specific locations or by specific individuals.

Regular monthly meetings and case conferences are held to discuss the behaviour of individuals who have come to the
notice of the police, the district council, social landlords and other organisations such as youth services. Through a
process of escalation from warning letters to acceptable behaviour contacts, right up to Anti-Social Behaviour Orders
(ASBOs), staff work together in order to stop the behaviour and improve the quality of life for residents. Referrals to
specialists services, such as drug and alcohol services, or family support service will also be made. As a last resort
repossession of property or ASBOs can be considered, but only after all other courses of action have been tried.

In addition, where it is necessary, the police and councils work together to use other powers available to them such as
dispersal zones which have proved successful in Exmouth, Cullompton and Uffculme.

The Partnership is working with other organisations across the whole of Devon and Cornwall on a joint commitment to
provide a minimum standard of response to reports of anti-social behaviour and all members of the community will
continue to be encouraged to report incidents to the relevant organisations who can offer help and support.
